Each summer thousands of people flock to Alaska to 

experience its legendary wildness, but only a relative 

few will actually explore it.

It’s also the time that black and brown bears 

emerge from hibernation and begin to be seen near the water.

In the concussive wave cast off by 

a massive piece of ice breaking off a glacier and crashing into 

the sea.
